Group targeted 

The course will serve the needs of first year undergraduate music students who are new to university study.  This group requires the greatest amount of assistance and will be library users for at least three years, hence it is important to expose them to library resources early in their course of study.  Introducing the most relevant resources for their courses will ensure focus is maintained and will make them more comfortable and confident in developing their own research process. 

Type of training course  

The training course will be at an introductory level for music students.  It will cover all the relevant resources they will need to use in order to complete their assignments and attend classes properly prepared.  These include library induction, searching the library catalogue, using electronic journals, and internet searching.  This type of course will serve the greatest number of students and in the area of greatest need.  It has high relevance to their field of study.
Delivery method
The course will be delivered via small groups and repeated as many times as necessary.  This is primarily for practical reasons – the training room has 16 computer terminals and cannot comfortably accommodate a larger number of participants than this.  Small groups will encourage participants to ask questions and will enable greater flexibility of course delivery.   Also, being onsite, participants will be able to apply their skills immediately.
