Around the Library with Ease

This is a library induction session for new students to be conducted at the beginning of the academic year. This one day course will introduce students to searching the library catalogue, using and searching electronic resources and searching for information on the internet. New students will be targeted through schools/departments via academic staff who will advise students of this course.

I have limited the number of students to 15 as the training lab has only 15 computers. A booking sheet would be left at the information desk.

Aims: To provide an introduction to library resources and services that are available to students at Dixson Library 
Objectives: By the end of this training course students will be familiar with:

1. Library Opening Hours

2. Resources available – books, journals, newspapers articles and how to locate them using the library catalogue, how the books are stored on the shelves and the library catalogue system.

3. The number books that they can borrow at any one time, the length of the loan period, how to renew items online and over the phone, how to place holds, recalls and how fines are incurred. 

4 How to find material held in the reserve room, e-reserve articles and past exam papers

5. Copying material from books, journals and from electronic databases.

6. How to find a specific journal article using Google Scholar

7. Database searching using search engines and directories such as Proquest, Expanded Academic.

7. Services provided by the library – inter library loans, borrowing rights at other universities, the information desk and help with computer problems.
8. Library contacts, including email, phone, and web address.

Understand the different types of library resources and how to use them 

Understand and evaluate online databases 
Conduct a search of the library catalogue using author/title searches

Find an item using the library catalogue 
Use the library catalogue to renew items

Use the right information tools, books, journals, newspaper, web

Use their knowledge gained in class to solve exercises
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
